Optional Extension to Jordan - October 24 -27, 2009

Day 01: Jerusalem / Petra
We begin our day with a visit to St Peter in Gallicantu.  After celebrating Mass we drive to Allenby bridge, cross
the boarders to the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan, and drive to Madaba where you will see the oldest surviving
map of the Holy Land then proceed to Mount Nebo where Moses viewed the Promised Land. Driving through
the desert oasis of Ain Mousa, we will arrive in Petra, one of the most magnificent sites in the Middle East. This
Rose Red City is literally carved into the sides of a deep gorge. Dinner and overnight Petra.

Day 02 : Petra/Amman
We celebrate Mass in the hotel.  After breakfast we check out of  the hotel. The morning will be spent in Petra,
one of the most magnificent sites in the Middle East. This Rose Red City is literally carved into the sides of a
deep gorge. You can take a horse ride through the Siq to Petra, an ancient city which was discovered in 1912.
It was the capital of the Nabatean Arabs. We will view the masterpieces of the treasury, the monastery, the
Triumphal Arch and the Roman Amphitheater. We drive to Amman for dinner and overnight

Day 03: Amman / Jerusalem
Leave Amman by Allenby Bridge to cross back to the Holyland, arrive in Jerusalem.  The rest of the day is free.
After dinner. we depart for the airport.
