FROM FR. SIEG 

You may have noticed that I have not been genuflecting for the past few weeks. 

I knew there was something wrong with my left knee so I had an MRI a couple 

weeks ago. While I was at the North Shore my Orthopedist called me to tell me 

I needed surgery on that knee. There are some bone chips that need to be 

removed and the cartilage has some slight damage that needs to be corrected. 

 

This “same day” surgery is scheduled for Monday, June 28. This will be the 

third time I have had arthroscopic surgery on my left knee. I have had 

problems with it (on and off) for fifty years. 

 

I know I will be stuck at home for a couple days after the surgery but I do not 

know if it might be longer before I am back in the office. The last time I had 

surgery on that knee I was able to hobble around the office after just a few 

days.
