CHURCH OF ST. MICHAEL - PRIOR LAKE, MN

When the revised Rite of Infant Baptism was published around 1970, it
included an admonition that parents, seeking the baptism of a child, need to be
educated about the meaning of Baptism within the Church and be aware of the
various elements of the new rite. At that point, parishes throughout the United
States began to develop various “Pre-Baptism” programs to help parents
understand the meaning of Baptism (especially for an infant) and to
understand the ritual elements of Baptism. Some parishes asked that parents
take this program before every child’s baptism. Some asked that it be taken
again if parents had not participated within 5 years. Others only expected that
parents would be involved once.

Over the past 10 years or so, many parishes have developed a distinct second
program for parents who have completed the first program and now wish to
have another child baptized. Generally, these programs do offer a brief review
of the material presented in the first program. Their main purpose, however, is
to discuss with parents some practical advice about sharing their Catholic Faith
with very young children. Some parishes invite the parents of young families to
participate in the program by sharing some of their own struggles and
triumphs in bringing the experience of faith to pre-school children. I have
served in parishes that did offer such programs, which were referred to as
“Baptism II.” The results are far superior to having parents participate in the
same “Baptism I” program more than once.

Here at St. Michael, we intend to initiate such a “Baptism II” program
beginning September 15. When parents call the parish office to arrange for a
Baptism, they will be asked if they have completed a basic Baptism Preparation
Program. If not, they will be asked to participate in “Baptism I” prior to the
baptism of their child. If they have completed a basic preparation program in
any parish, they will be asked to participate in “Baptism II” prior to their
child’s baptism. Parents who have completed “Baptism I” & “Baptism II” will
not be required to repeat either program again - although they are welcome to
do so. Godparents are also welcome to participate in these programs, if they are
able to do so.

ARCHDIOCESAN PLANNING PROCESS UPDATE

Did you know that the Archdiocese of Saint Paul and Minneapolis is engaged
in a strategic planning process? This process will result in mergers and other
structural changes in a significant number of parishes as well as a
comprehensive set of strategic initiatives affecting all parishes and schools. The
strategic planning process was launched in February 2009. Decisions regarding
changes in parishes will be announced at Masses throughout the Archdiocese
on the weekend of October 16/17.

Currently, there are 217 parishes within the Archdiocese, ten less than a decade
ago. There are 98 schools within the Archdiocese, three less than a decade ago.
Clustered parishes are also not a new concept. Right now, 25% of parishes
within the Archdiocese are in a cluster relationship with one pastor serving two
or more parishes. Nationally, the percentage of clustered parishes is higher.
