Information Guide

Who’s invited?  

Any teen entering seventh, eighth and ninth grades in the fall of 2011 are invited to join us and they are called STRETCHERS. We encourage you to invite friends from any church or youth groups to join us.  Teens entering tenth grade or older are invited to help as teen leaders.
 
Parents: Drivers are a vital component to Summer Stretch.  Without drivers, the teens are not able to go out and work at service sites.  Please volunteer one or more mornings of your time to drive a small group to their service site and act as their adult chaperone while they work.  Please fill out the drivers background form and return it to Melissa Carlson.

Stretchers: Will work at a designated service site during the morning with their group. In the afternoon the entire group will go together to have fun and build community with each other.  
Teen Leaders: Will attend training and weekly sessions.  Be active in groups, encouraging hard work during service mornings and having fun with their group in the afternoon.

 

Can we bring friends?

Friends can register for Summer Stretch however, because of car pooling and group sizes you cannot bring guests for just one day.

What is the cost? 

$125 per Stretcher, if you have a season pass to Valley Fair, your fee will be $100.00.
$ 50 per Teen Leader

Parents chaperoning/driving for ALL sessions will get a discount! Call Melissa for more information.
Do we need to pay anything besides the fee?

No, the $125 fee will include recreational activities, transportation, and a Summer Stretch t-shirt. (change for snacks, etc. at the afternoon activities may be needed). 
What do I need to bring? 

A bag lunch, bottled water, paint brush, scrapers, and gloves for outdoor projects. Swimsuit/towel for the July 20th and 27th activities.
What do they do in Summer Stretch? A typical schedule will be:

· Gather

· Check-in and gospel time

· Service at an offsite location

· Service site check-out and journal time

· Lunch

· Social/recreational activity offsite

· Back to the Archangel’s hall for large group closure and announcements

What if we have to miss a session or two?

That is fine.  The price is the same no matter how many sessions you attend.  If you are going to miss 2-3 sessions you may want to consider whether it is practical for you to do Summer Stretch this summer.  Missing a session or two is no problem.  We know that families have camps, vacations, and all kinds of other activities during the summer.

Things you won’t need (aka, don’t bring!)

Watches, Cell Phones, Pagers, iPods, CD players, any gaming device (i.e. Game Boy), TV’s, spaghetti string tops, midriffs, low cut pants, high cut shorts, offensive shirts, bikini’s. If you have a question about something feel free to ask, but chances are you would be better off just not bringing it. We ask that you not bring a watch because we want Stretchers to participate not anticipate!
