FROM FR. SIEG 

By now, I am sure that many of you have noticed the new handicap doors on 

the east side of the narthex. These doors are the gift of a generous parishioner 

in memory of Bill Muelken. For years I have watched people with various 

handicaps struggling to get through the double doors to the narthex. I am 

thrilled that this act of opening a door, which is so simple for most of us, will 

now be easier for those who are handicapped as well. 

 

Making our church more accessible for people with special needs is not just a 

mechanical improvement. It is an important sign to all people that we are a 

parish that is ready to do what is necessary, to welcome all who wish to 

worship with us. It shows that our desire to be a “welcoming community” is 

more than a nice sentiment. It is something we are ready to work at in practical 

and meaningful ways. 

 

Those who enter the church through the narthex may also have noticed that the 

last pew on the south side of the main aisle has been designated as “Reserved” 

for persons with disabilities. By removing part of that pew we now have space 

for wheelchairs or scooters and regular pew space for those who might find it 

difficult to walk further to the front of the church. I am aware that 

this action may not be enough—especially in the future. If further 

adjustments are needed we will respond. Again, it is a matter of 

doing more than simply saying that we want to be a “welcoming 

community.”
