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FROM EFR. SIEG

Since Fr. Howard informed us that he can no longer celebrate the morning
Mass on Fridays, I have been trying to find a priest who could take his place.
So far I have had no success. There are very few priests (perhaps none) who are
able to commit to offering a Mass every week in a particular parish. I will
continue to try to find a priest but I am not optimistic.

Therefore, beginning with January 3, 2011, we will schedule the celebration of
Mass during the week on Mondays, Wednesdays (School Mass) and Fridays. If
I am able to find a priest to help regularly, I will gladly add another Mass. This
new schedule will mean that there will be fewer opportunities for people to ask
that a Mass be offered for a particular intention. Church law forbids accepting
two stipends for the same Mass or offering a Mass for two totally distinct
intentions. A Mass may be offered for two or more people who are included in
one intention. This would apply if someone asked for a Mass to be offered for
their parents or for the deceased members of their family or other similar
situations.

I want to remind the members of the parish that intentions can be sent to the
Franciscans at the retreat house or to another missionary order. The Mass will
be offered for the intention requested and will also help support the work of
the order.

Because of the decrease in the number of Masses for which a special intention
can be accepted, we will need to put some limit on the number of Masses that
can be requested at one time. No more than one Sunday Mass and two
Weekday Masses can be committed to a person at one time. As in the past,
Mass stipends will be accepted for only one year at a time. We cannot accept
several Masses for the same date over several years.

In the past we have found that 60-70% of the available dates have been taken
before Advent. To avoid that we will not begin to accept stipends until
November 1 and will keep to the limit of accepting only three Masses at one
time. I know this policy will disturb some parishioners but we do need to try to
fair in assigning Mass intentions for such a large parish with such a limited
number of Masses.
