FROM FR. SIEG 

Every year as a parish, we put some money into the parish budget so that we 

can offer tuition assistance to those families who want to send their child (or 

children) to our school but cannot afford the tuition. Each request is considered 

separately and we try to provide assistance where it is clearly needed. 

 

The amount of money we are able to designate for tuition assistance is limited, 

as we prepare a budget for all of the programs and needs of the Church of St. 

Michael in any single year. In recent years, money that the parish makes 

available for tuition assistance has been used up very quickly. Every year, and 

thankfully, there have been individual parishioners who have quietly given a 

gift to supplement the tuition assistance provided by the parish. That help is 

greatly appreciated, but we have never been able to fully respond to every 

family that may want and deserve tuition assistance. 

 

I do not believe we can, nor should we, have a major fundraiser to increase the 

tuition assistance available.  However, I did want to take this opportunity to 

invite members of the parish to consider
